Distributing the 2022 GO Bonds Allocations

$6,000,000 Public Libraries

1. 10% ($600,000) is taken off the top for the Library System Distribution, an equal amount to each library.  $600,000 divided by 78 eligible public libraries = $7692.31/library
2. $4000 is allocated to Rural Services
3. The remaining $5,396,000 is divided up on a per capita basis to each county based on the final 2020 Census County populations.
a. $5,396,000 divided by the NM 2021 Estimated U.S. Census population of 2,115,877 = $2.5502427 per capita 
b. Each county receives $2.5502427 per capita

            Example:  Otero County (pop. 68,537)
            68,537 x $2.5502427 = $174,785.98    
            Example: Chaves County (pop. 64,629)
            64,629 x $2.5502427 = $164,819.63
4. Within each county
Step 1:  Divide the individual library’s LSA population by the sum of the LSA population of all the libraries in the county to arrive at a percentage

Step 2:  Multiply that % by the total county allocation to determine the individual library’s allocation.
Example:  Otero County (pop. 68,537) receives $174,785.98 based on $2.5502427 per capita 
Tularosa Public Library (LSA 2842) + Michael Nivison (Cloudcroft) Public Library (LSA 674) + Alamogordo Public Library (LSA 30,403) = 33,919 (sum of the libraries’ LSAs)
· Tularosa:  2842/33,919 = 0.008379 x $174,785.98 = $14,644.93
· Michael Nivison:  674/33,919 = 0.01987 x $174,785.98 = $3473.14
· Alamogordo:  30,403/33,919 = 0.8963 x $174,785.98 = $156,667.87
 

Example: Chaves County (pop. 64,629) receives $164,819.63 based on $2.5502427 per capita

Roswell (LSA 48,366) is the only library in the county; therefore, the library receives 100% of the county allocation
