Distributing the 2022 GO Bonds Allocations
$1,000,000 Tribal Publics
1. 99% of the total allocation ($1,000,000) is distributed equally among the eligible 17 tribal libraries for the Library System Distribution.  Ninety-nine percent = $990,000; $58,235.29 for each library
2. $2000 is allocated for Rural Services
3. $1,000,000 – ($990,000 + $2000) = $8,000 available for county distribution
4. The remaining $8,000 is divided on a per capita basis to each county, which has one or more tribal libraries, and is based on the U.S. Census estimated 2021 County populations
5. Eight counties have tribal public libraries and a total population of 1,265,833
6. $8,000 / 1,265,833 = $0.00632/capita
7. Each county receives $0.00632 per capita, rounded to the nearest dollar. 
            Example:  Otero County (pop. 68,537)
            68,537 x $0.00632 = $433
            Example: Santa Fe County (pop. 155,201)
            155,201 x $0.00632 = $981
8. Within each county

Step 1:  Divide the individual library’s LSA population by the sum of the LSA population of all the libraries in the county to arrive at a percentage

Step 2:  Multiply that % by the total county allocation to determine the individual library’s allocation.

Example:  Santa Fe County (pop. 155,201) received $981 based on $0.00632 per capita 
Pueblo de San Ildefonso Library (LSA 524) + Pueblo of Pojoaque Public Library (LSA 1907) + Taytsugey Oweengeh Library (Tesuque) (LSA 841) = 3,272 (sum of the libraries’ LSAs)
· Pueblo de San Ildefonso Library:  524/3272 = 0.1601 x $981 = $157.06
· Pueblo of Pojoaque Public Library:  1907/3272 = 0.5828 x $981 = $571.73
· Taytsugey Oweengeh Library (Tesuque):  841/3272 = 0.2570 x $981 = $252.12
Example: Otero County (pop. 68,537) received $433 based on $0.00632 per capita

Mescalero Community Library (LSA 3613) is the only tribal public library in the county; therefore, they receive 100% of the county’s tribal allocation
